Unit 7: Lab 5 and Exercise 5

Combining Orders to Build Order Set

This session will focus on combining Quick Orders in an Order Set.  Order sets enable a group of quick orders to be executed in a sequence without having to select each quick order individually.  When the user selects the order set, CPRS will execute the Quick Orders in the exact order that the creator placed them in the Order Set.

Instructions for Building an Order Set
1. Select the VistA_Apps folder on the desktop

2. Open the folder and double click the VistATerminal icon.

3. Enter the Clinical Application Coordinator Access Code and Verify code provided by your instructor.
4. At Select Training Menu Option: type “ORCM”  <Enter>
5. At Select Order Menu: prompt, type the name of an Order Menu and press <Enter>.   Note:  You may use the Order Menu that you created in Unit 7, Lab2. 
Note: Type “??” to see a list of order menus.
If you create a new Order Menu, use a naming convention that clearly identifies your menus and the types. Organizations will often develop their own naming conventions.
6. At the Select Action: prompt, type “Order Dialogs” and press <Enter>.
7. At the Select: prompt, type “Order Sets” and press <Enter>.
8. At the Select Order Set Name: prompt, enter name of Order set and press <Enter>.
Note: Type “??” to see a list of order sets.

Note: The VA uses the prefix of “ORZ” as a naming convention for Order Sets.
9. At Are you adding ‘Your Order Set Name’ as a new Order Dialog?  (No)//,   type “Yes” and press <Enter>.
10. At Do you wish to copy an existing order set? (Yes)//, type “No” and press <Enter>.
11. At the Name prompt, accept default or make change and press <Enter>.
12. At the Display Text prompt, enter Order Set name and press <Enter>.
13. At the Description prompt, accept the default of (NO) or type “YES” to type a description in the text dialog box and press <Enter>.  
Note: Type “Ctrl + e” to exit the text dialog box.
14. At the Component Sequence #: prompt, enter a number and press <Enter>.
Note:  This field specifies the order in which this item will be displayed in the set.
15. At the Sequence: prompt, accept default or make change and press <Enter>.
16. At the Item: prompt, type the name of your Laboratory Quick Order or any items that you want in your Quick Order Set and press <Enter>.

Note:  Add the Laboratory and Medication Quick Orders created in labs 3 and 4
17. Continue adding Sequence # and Items until Order Set is complete.
Note: To review items in Order Set, type “?” at Select Component Sequence prompt.

Instructions - Add Order Set to appear in an Orders Menu in CPRS
1. At the Select Component Sequence#: prompt, press <Enter> (if you just logged into VistA Terminal please complete steps 1 - 5 above and move on to step 3).
2.  At Order Set Name: prompt, press <Enter>.
3. At Select Action: prompt, type “Add”.
4. At Add: prompt, type “Menu Items”, press <Enter>.
5. At Item:  prompt, type the name of the Order Set created above.
6. At Row: prompt, enter the Row number where you want the menu to be (hint enter 1 to make it easy to find).
7. At Column: prompt, enter “1” and press <Enter> (if you are prompted to shift items in the menu down enter “Yes” <Enter>).
8. At Display Text:  prompt enter the text that will appear as the Order Set name in CPRS <Enter>. 
9. At Mnemonic: prompt <Enter>.
10. At Item:  prompt, press <Enter>.
11. Exit VistA terminal.
12. Login into the CPRS Chart using a Clinical Coordinator access code.
13. Select an Inpatient Patient.
14. Select the Orders tab.
15. Select the Order Menu created in Lab 3.

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Unit 7 - Exercise 5:  Create an Order Set

Please perform the following activities in the order indicated.  Please save your screen prints of your orders as evidence of successful completion of this exercise.

1. Log into the roll and scroll environment (VistATerminal) as the Clinical Application Coordinator.

2. Create a Diabetic Order set - include the two Auto-Accept Laboratory orders created in exercise 3, the two Laboratory orders that are not Auto-Accept orders created in exercise 3, the Inpatient Medication quick order created in exercise 4 and the Outpatient Medication quick orders created in exercise 4.

3. Add the Order Set to the Order Menu created in Unit 7, Exercise 2.

4. Use Print Screen or another screen capture method to print the steps taken to create the Order set.

5. Use Print Screen or another screen capture method to print the Order Set in CPRS. 

Hint: Use ‘Lab 5 – Combining Orders to Build Order Set’ as a guideline.
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
