Component 8/Unit 9: Creating Fault Tolerant Systems, Backups, and Decommissioning
Suggested Student Application Activities 
 This activity allows students to develop a better understanding of basic fault tolerance and backup strategies.
Activity 1:  Implementing SHC Practice Fault Tolerance and Backups:

The administration at Sunny Happy Care has asked your production team to develop an archiving and data decommissioning strategy that will work from their office, which currently uses paper charts.

Have the students divide into their teams and develop a backup strategy that will be efficient, yet cost effective for SHC’s practice. Create a diagram to present to the class of how the backup strategy will work.
Expected Outcomes
Activity 1: (Objective 9-1, 9-3) Students should base their strategy on the previously selected EHR systems from unit 4 and 5. Each platform will have a recommended approach to the type of backup needed, but the differences between backing up platforms (OS and server configuration), EHR system framework, and the data contained within the framework should be addressed separately. The diagram created should indicate the frequency of backups, as well as the length of time that each backup is kept. 
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
