Key issue A

Here you make a claim about the person you are analyzing.  An example of a claim might be something like this: The subject is interested in meaningful relationships and has little attraction to surface relationships.

· Observation to Key Issue A

· Here you list all the evidence you can find in your freewriting that may suggest the key issue.
· An example might be something like this: The ladder has only a few rungs and is made of precious metal (gold), suggesting that the subject has only a few, but precious, friends.
· The ladder is upright and floating, suggesting his friends have a spiritual element.
· The horse does not prance but is still and has a direct gaze suggesting he is attracted to a person with a calm, deep attitude
Key issue B

Here you make the next claim.  You should have around 7 claims, although the figure is not mandatory.  Some people find many more and others are pretty much maxed out at 5 (which may be okay but may not if there is more material that isn’t being examined carefully).  Another example might be something like this:  The subject may have an aversion to children at this point in her life.

· Observation B

· Here you again list all the evidence you can find in your freewriting that supports the claim in Key Issue B
· You may assume that the reader understands the symbols you are talking about so please don’t restate them.  An example of this (something NOT to do) might be this:  The flowers represent children. 
· Assume the reader understands the connection between flowers and children.  Instead, you may write something like the following: There are only weeds in this story; therefore, we can see an abnormality in the subject’s concept of children.  This abnormality could be a fear of the responsibility of children, an aversion to the necessary messiness of children, a feeling of having already helped raise siblings, a need to continue being a child herself.
Overall Evaluation

Once you have completed all the issues and observations, compose a general statement that is an overall evaluation of the subject.  It will be much longer than this probably, but here is an example: 

The subject is strong-willed but open to new ideas until experience cements certain concepts.  She seeks new friends and is open to diversity, but once an opinion ( is formed about an individual, she does not alter either for good or bad.  She can be blind to a person’s faults as well as the positive changes someone might be trying to make.

Key Recommendation

The key recommendation is related to the overall evaluation.  Whatever you say in the evaluation should be followed up here with advice of some sort.  This can be tricky because you are, after all, giving yourself advice, and that can often be a blind spot.  
Writing in the 3rd person in an objective way as you have may help with that.  If it doesn’t, you might show what you have to a friend or family member whom you trust as an advisor and, maybe even without telling that person that it’s you, ask what advice might be given this subject.  Either way, of course, you must write in the 3rd person.
An example of a key recommendation might be something like this: 

The subject is advised to pull back and assess relationships with fresh eyes periodically instead of being blindly accepting of the decisions of others.  

The subject should also be as open with praise and positive comments as she is with criticism.
The paper should be typed, single-spaced with headings as shown in this example.  Watch carefully for spelling or grammar errors.  The instructor will deduct points for not following directions or for errors, not the evaluator, but, if the instructor concurs, the evaluator here will determine the rest of the grade.
