Course Description:

We will work on writing as a process; exploring different writing strategies; summarizing, editing, and critiquing; conducting research (gath​ering, organizing, evaluating, integrating and documenting information). In addition, we will cover creative writing, peer response, the study of oral narrative and its relationship to writing and composing on the computer, and the idiosyncrasies of the English language.
