GENESIS FAMILY REUNION

You are being graded on your team’s participation and depth of discussion. 
· Choose a character.  You may not have a character that has already been picked
· Have one person "up front" who speaks as this character in the first person  ---identify this person and character with a name tag

· The rest of you are lawyer/scholars who speak for your character as you choose

· Have each person in your group speak during the whole-class discussion ---if this does not happen, your group can not receive maximum points

· Have an in-depth understanding of that character (wants, needs, psychology, family connections, physical being, obstacles, response to divine calling, faith)

· Be able to compare your character with at least one other character on the board

· Have several questions prepared to ask of another character, either by the lawyer/scholars or by the character him/herself.
· The character will have some object in his possession that he/she identifies with
When the discussion begins one of the lawyer/scholars will introduce your character by saying the something important about your character’s personality.  
Then the character will explain his/her object.

Then the floor is open for any of you to compare/challenge/question.
