Heroic Pattern

· Is a bridge between human and divine

· Born in unusual fashion

· Is human or part human

· Often has two fathers

· Demonstrates power

· One community claims him

· Craves adventure

· Confronts conflict and opposition; become the hero by overcoming the opposition

· Embarks on a quest

· Has a love interest

· Has a helper

· Is often isolated from fellow humans

· Must do battle with nightmarish creatures

· Has labors to perform

· Confronts death one way or the other
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
