Attendance:

At the end of the semester an Attendance/Participation score will be added worth 9-10%.  Dropping is the responsibility of the student, but if I haven’t seen or heard from a student for 2 class meetings, I reserve the right to drop that student.

Make-up:

There is no make-up allowed in this class for missed assignments and writing; however, for some assignments you have 24 hours to pin the work to my office door or to put it in my box at the Humanities Office, without penalty.  What happens in class cannot be made up.  

The equivalent of one class assignment is added to your final score to mitigate attendance hiccups.  If your attendance is perfect, you still get the points as extra credit.  This usually works out to 20-40 points.

Some exceptions are made to large-point tests/assignments missed if notice is given in advance either in person or by phone/e-mail message.

Course Description:

Reading and critical analysis of basic mythic themes in literature, film, and the visual arts. The origin of myths in ritual, their development in western civilization, and their ultimate form and continued presence in the arts. 
Learning Outcomes:
· demonstrate an understanding of mythic literature beginning with the epics of Homer and extending into the contemporary era;
· demonstrate an understanding of the nature of myths as it is derived from human experience and as it is given from in literature, film, the visual arts, and music;

· comprehend the significance of the various forms myths have taken, how they have been transmitted, and their function in conserving and transmuting cultural values;

· recognize the vast scope of these myths which will inspire a continued interest in the arts; 

· demonstrate skills through discussions and reading in analysis and synthesis, enabling him/her to continue this pursuit in the future.

Evaluation:

Grades are determined by a point system.  Each class period will have an activity where points are accrued.  Grade reviews will be given at least four times in the semester. The percentage breakdown of points is approximate:

In-class assignments, quizzes, and group work: 40-60%

Quarter Tests, Midterm, Final: 30-50%

Attendance/Participation: 10%
