Course Description:

This class is an integrated study of the art, music, literature, philosophy, and drama of Western civilization from the Greeks through the Renaissance.
Learning Outcomes:

· Demonstrate in writing or by testing an understanding of the internal principles of particular works of art.

· Demonstrate in writing or by testing a recognition of the significance of the interrelationships between a culture and its art forms.

· Demonstrate in writing or by testing that he or she discerns a sense of continuity in the history of ideas.

· Demonstrate in writing the ability to analyze and synthesize ideas and concepts that will enable him/her to critically evaluate works of art in the future.

· Demonstrate in writing a grasp of knowledge of the complexities of the world in which we live.
