Classwork:

We will be discussing music, poetry, art, sculpture, architecture, opera, jazz, and theatre, including such luminaries as Dante, Voltaire, Rembrandt, Michelangelo, Caravaggio, the Romantic poets, Beethoven, Mozart, and many more.  The periods we examine will be High Medieval, Renaissance, Baroque, Enlightenment, Romantic, and Modern. Class activities will include reading selections, research, film clips, discussion, readers’ theatre, and lecture.

Books:

There is no formal text for this class.  All material will be downloaded from the Internet.

Attendance:

At the end of the semester an Attendance/Participation score will be added worth approximately 10%.  Dropping is the responsibility of the student, but I reserve the right to drop any student I haven’t seen or heard from for 2 class meetings.

Make-up:

There is no make-up allowed in this class for missed assignments.  What happens in class cannot be made up. Some exceptions are occasionally made if notice is given in person, by phone, or e-mail message no later than the day of absence.

I add 40 points to everyone’s final score at the end of the semester to mitigate the occasional absence.  This is true even if your attendance is perfect.
