Exercise 3:  Clinical Reminders

Log on CPRS as a doctor:
1.   Double click on the Vista Applications folder installed on your desktop.
2.   Double click the CPRS Chart icon.
3.   Log on to CPRS Chart using your Doctor access and verify codes.
View Clinical Reminders:
4. Open Patient’s record.
5. View Diabetic Clinical Reminder’s Definition on Cover Sheet.
6. Use Print Screen functionality or another functionality to print Reminder Definition in CPRS.
7. View Clinical Reminders on Notes Tab.
8. Use Print Screen functionality or another functionality to print list of Reminders.
9. Use Print Screen functionality or another functionality to print information displayed on dialog window of Diabetic Foot Exam Reminder in CPRS.
Create a Clinical Reminder:
10. Access Health Summary tab in CPRS.
11. Use Ad Hoc functionality to create a Clinical Reminder report for Diabetic Foot Exam.
12. Add the following components:  Reminders Due, Reminder Brief, Reminder Maintenance, and Reminders Summary.
13. Use Print Screen functionality or another functionality to print information displayed on report in CPRS.  (One option is to select <file> then <print> from the menu.  Select Windows printer to print from the desktop).
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
