Quiz Instructions- Choose the best answer for each question.

1.  An outpatient clinic is
a. Most prevalent type of primary care provider
b. Arranged with a Board of Trustees as a governing body
c. Managed by a hospital administrator
d. Found only in small, rural communities
Answer: a.

Rationale:  an outpatient clinic is the most prevalent type of primary care provider.  It does not have a Board of Trustrees, it is managed by the physicians who own the practice, not a hospital administrator and is found everywhere.

2. In-patient care that is not specialty care is considered what type of care?
a. Primary care
b. Secondary care
c. Tertiary care
d. Quarternary care
Answer:  b

Rationale:  Primary care is provided to patients in an outpatient settings.  Patients come to the clinic to receive care.  Secondary care is where patients reside in the facility to receive treatment for a condition.  Tertiary care is inpatient care, but many specialties are available.  There is no quarternary care.

3. Services available in a primary care facility include
a. Outpatient medical care
b. Level 1 trauma services
c. Nursing home services
d. State-run psychiatric services
Answer: a

Rationale:  Primary care is usually provided in an outpatient medical facility or ambulatory care facility.  Level 1 trauma services, nursing home services, and state-run psychiatric services are not considered primary care.
4. A teaching hospital can be differentiated from a community hospital because
a. It teaches residents and other allied health professionals
b. It offers community education to local citizens
c. It offers a surgeon and a dedicated operating room 24/7
d. It offers only one specialty service

Answer:  a

Rationale:  To be a teaching hospital, the hospital must teach medical interns or resident student and/or other allied health professionals such as nurses, clinical laboratory technologists, physical therapists, and pharmacists.  Being a teaching hospital has nothing to do with educating citizens, having a surgeon and OR available, or what type of specialty services are offered.

5. To be designated a long-term care facility, how long must a patient remain admitted to the facility?

a. More than 90 days

b. More than 1 month

c. More than 2 weeks

d. More than 1 year

Answer: a

Rationale:  According to the US Public Health Service definition, long-term care is an illness or injury lasting for more than 90 days and requiring continued assistance after this timeframe.

6. An ambulatory care clinic gets its name from the fact that

a. It is a walk-in clinic

b. the physicians see all patients

c. patients are treated with ambu bags

d. only 2 doctors are available to see patients

Answer: a

Rationale:  Ambulatory care is named after ambulate- to walk.  Therefore ambulatory care clinics are outpatient clinics where patients walk-in to receive primary care services.

7. What departments are common to both OP clinics and hospitals?

a. Billing and coding

b. Dietary and hospital information systems

c. Clinical labs and operating rooms

d. X-ray departments and chief financial officers

Answer:  a

Rationale:  Hospitals and clinics need a way to receive reimbursement from insurance companies, patients, and the federal government for services rendered.  The billing and coding departments allow the hospital and clinic to submit the correct paperwork to receive this reimbursement.  Most outpatient clinics do not have dietary, hospital information systems, operating rooms, and a chief financial officer.

8. What type of data is created in x-ray and clinical laboratory departments?

a. Objective

b. Subjective

c. Interrelational

d. Hard

Answer: a

Rationale:  X-ray and clinical laboratory data is usually generated from an instrument or an interpretation of an instruments readings.  This is considered objective.  Subjective data is more what is observed with a patient.  There is no interrelational or hard data.

Answer: a

Rationale:  mammography, MRI, and CT are all areas in the radiology department

10. Radiology departments include

Rationale:  blood bank, clinical chemistry, and hematology are all areas in the clinical laboratory.
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
