Instructions for the Activities

Activity 1

Students will observe 6 short videos  that will orient them to the demonstration electronic health record system (EHRS) environment.  This will prepare students to participate in a learning activity that will enable them to apply the concepts provided in the lecture material in hands on lab experiences. Students will learn how to navigate within the example EHRS, to gain familiarity with a generic HIT user interface, the general structure of an electronic patient record, and basic functionality.  

Activity 2

A scavenger hunt for various data values within the HIT demonstration system is designed to further familiarize students with components of, and navigation within, a representative clinical HIT system. Instructions, the scavenger hunt “search list” and the scavenger hunt video (#6 of 6 - as mentioned in Activity 1) are included with UNIT 1.
