Video Part 1:  Adding a Note to a Visit


Hi, and welcome to the orientation videos associated with unit two of component seven, working with HIT systems. 

In this assignment, we are going to have you interacting with the VA-CPRS system.  Just as a provider would during an ambulatory care visit -- ambulatory or outpatient.


The focus of this unit is really not upon knowledge of clinical nuances, because we know that all of you may not have clinical experience.  So really, the focus of this exercise is upon understanding the rationale of why certain linkages exist; how systems can assist with workflow, and how HIT systems can support efficiency and effectiveness.


There are two deliverables for this assignment, hopefully, you have looked at your activity sheet, and you understand what those deliverables are before you start the assignment.


So what I'd like to demonstrate for you is a scenario, when a clinician forgets to document and needs to come back after the fact, and add a note.  This is going to demonstrate for you is how to create a new note for a past date visit, and then to actually use that note as a template to document the care.  So I'm assuming again that you know how to get to this point in your system, and I'm just going to choose 80 outpatient, not that this is the same one that you would use, but this is who I'm going to use.


And again, just like unit one, you should already know how to get to this point, and how to retrieve your patient record.  So when this record opens up, it looks just the same as a record that we used as an example in unit one.  And we can see here, Mr. 80 outpatient, and his visit is not selected.  So recall this scenario is geared around putting in a note after the fact.  


So, the first thing we need to do is to associate the note with a particular visit.  So, you do that by up here, visit not selected, we will double-click, I am Doctor 1, so that is the correct encounter provider, because I was the one who was in the primary care clinic, and say OK.  Now, you can see what this has done, and in essence, this has opened up the chart backwards.  So think about the paper chart metaphor; I want to make sure that that note, that data, is associated with the day that I collected the data on August 28th.
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
