
Component 11/Unit 4 - Lab 2 Video Transcript

Welcome to Component 11: “Configuring the Electronic Health Record or EHR”.  It is unit 4: Lab 2, and we will discuss Order Checks.

This video accompanies the written directions provided for the lab, and is suggested as an aid to understanding how to work through the lab.  Let's get started with the lab. 

To do that, we will minimize that.  And if you've loaded Vista for Education onto your computer or have it available, you will see a Vista Apps folder on your desktop.  If you double click that you will get a selection of applications including CPRS Chart.  And I am going to log into CPRS Chart using a DOCTOR ID.  And remember to put the period at the end of your DOCTOR verified code.  Log in.  

We get into CPRS chart, and what we will do is select a patient, Eight,Inpatient / OK.  We will go to the Cover Sheet / Tools / Options / Order Checks / OK.  And as with Notifications in lab 1, you will see a list of order checks that you can turn On and Off to customize what sort of information or checking on your orders will occur.  There's a variety of them.

In this instance of Vista, in other words, in this installation, you will notice that none of these order checks have been set as mandatory.  So, when Vista is installed in an organization, they would determine -- that organization would determine --  if any, in which of the order checks they would like to make mandatory across the organization.

In this case, most of these are turned On, we'll just leave it like that.  One of the ones you will see here was Renal Functions Over Age 65, and that is On.  (Click) OK / OK.  Slowly go down and select Orders, and we will choose Inpatient Medications over here.

Now, remember that order check?  I identified patient, 65, renal results, results not found.  There it is.  That’s the order check coming up.  So, I now go OK, and I'd be able to put in my medication order at this point.  
If I quit out of this, and I return to the Cover Sheet, back to Tools / Options, and remember the steps that I went through.  (Click on) Order Checks, I'm going to go down and the Renal Functions Over Age 65.  I'm going to turn that Off.  I'm going to Apply that, I'm going to go OK.  Now, I'm going to go back to Orders, as I did before.  And I'm going to select Inpatient Medications orders.  Now if you remember, when I selected inpatient medication orders, that order check, Renal Functions Over Age 65 came up.  I have the same inpatient selected, and now when I check inpatient medications, you notice it allows me to go right in and order my patient medications, and I don't have that order checkbox pop up.

So, that's an example of an order check.  An example of how you would manage those order checks, turning them on and off for individual providers.  So, I encourage you to go in and play with things, try different things out.  The purpose of these labs is to make you familiar with the different functions.  And to make you comfortable working within this lab environment, knowing what things do what.

And that brings us to the end of unit 4, lab 2, Order Checks. 
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
