
Component 11/Unit 5 - Lab 1 Video Transcript

T Welcome to Component 11: “Configuring the Electronic Health Record”,   Unit 5: Lab 1, Generating Health Summary Reports.  

Before we begin we probably should mention that this video accompanies the written directions provided for the lab and is suggested as an aid to understanding how to work through the lab, and not as an exact step-by-step replica of the lab.  The learning goals of the lab and exercises are to develop knowledge around configuring and using specific functions embodied in Vista and other electronic health records systems, not to memorize a specific set of procedures.  

Please review the lectures with this unit before attempting the labs and exercises to develop an understanding of the purposes of the labs.  

Let's begin.  In these labs, we will go through a variety of procedures.  One, we will begin by creating an Adhoc Summary Report.  Then we will move through and generate a customized report, which in the third part of the lab, we will add to the Reports Menu in CPRS.  So, we go to our Vista Apps application on the desktop.  We will use CPRS Chart to generate the Adhoc Health Summary Report.  And we will log into this.  I will log in as Clinical Coordinator --   select Eight, Inpatient / OK.

We will go to the Reports tab at the bottom of the menu, click that.  On the left-hand side of the screen, you will see Health Summary under Available Reports.  There is a wide selection of reports available for users of the CPRS system.  And I will click on the plus sign (+) that will expand the Health Summary reports.  And you will see again that there are a number of health summary reports, and we will go to Adhoc Report.

And in the Adhoc Report, the purpose of this is to allow the provider or the user of this system to generate a quick report from civic information items that are in the database.  To do this, basically, one would simply highlight the types of information you would want to look at.  It may be all logically connected, or it may be not as logically connected.  So, we might want to see if there's an advanced directive.  And we would add that to the report.  We also may be interested in seeing if there are any Adverse Reactions, brief report.  We might want to look at some other lab-related --so, Lab Orders --  add that to the report.

We might want to look at other information that's related to the patient.  We might want to look at any Vital Signs and add that to the report.  We might want to see what the Problem List is -- Problem List and add that to the report.

So, there are variety of things we could just quickly go through and pick and add to the report, and when we've got the information we want to see on that particular patient, we would then go to click OK, there it is.  The information quickly came up for that patient, and listed the items.  So for instance, Allergy Reactions, Penicillin, Chocolate, many of the items no data is available.  We have at the beginning of the report, the demographics of the patient.  Advanced directive, and the advanced directive is Eight, Patient has requested that he not be resuscitated in the event that he goes into respiratory distress. 

And down at the bottom are the problem lists that the patient has had.  When they occurred, and the last -- or the provider that dealt with those problems and recorded them. 

So, that's an example of an Adhoc Report.  Now, what happens is if we go and I select a new patient (File / Select) I won't sign those orders.  Let me select say Seven, Patient -- There we go --  and when I go there, you will see that the Adhoc Report -- that there is no report available -- there is no Adhoc Report.

Now, I could certainly select other reports, and get information on Seven,Patient.  So, I just selected there, for instance, outpatient is available report.  That is on the system.  And you will see there's a set of information related to that report.

So, one of the things that a provider would do would be to look at the reports, the health summary reports on the system.  Understand what was in them, which ones would be of value.  And decide which one they would commonly use.

So next, what we are going to do is Create a Customized Report.  Not an Adhoc Report, but a Customized Report in the Roll and Scroll environment (Vista Terminal)  and then take that report and put it into the Health Summary list.

We will now create a User Customized Health Summary Report and to do that we will go into the Vista Terminal.  So, we'll start by clicking the Vista Apps on our desktop and choosing the Vista Terminal option, and log in as Clinical Coordinator.  When we get into Clinical Coordinator, we will choose Systems Manager Menu.  We will then choose Core Applications.  There is a selection of menu items that come up, and you will see this one is GMTS Health Summary -- IFC Local Menu.  That is the one we will choose, we will continue scrolling through here, and now choose GMTS.

In GMTS, we will choose item 2, which is the Health Summary Enhanced Menu.  And then, we will choose number 7, Create and Modify Health Summary Type.  So basically, at every menu step is a list of functions.  And of course, to accomplish any specific goal, we have to move down the appropriate thread of decisions and selections to actually get to our goal.

So, we are not trying to explore every single option, because they are extremely numerous.  But basically understanding and working through one thread of selections; that will allow us to do a specific function.  In this case, customize an electronic health record.

So, we will call our health summary LCC Health Summary.  Now, Are you adding ‘LCC HEALTH SUMMARY’ as a new health summary type?  Go YES.  Select that name.  Here we will repeat that.  This is the name that will appear at the top of the report, so it's the title to the report that we are creating.  
Now, SUPPRESS PRINT OF COMPONENTS WITHOUT DATA?  This is basically saying do you want the items listed in the report, whether there is data or not?  If there is no data for that item, it would be omitted.  We will say NO, because what we want to do is see things in the report whether there is actual data for it or not.

SUPPRESS SENSITIVE PRINT DATA?  This refers to the Social Security Number, and if you go to the double question mark, you will get a selection.  So, we could put in 2, saying don't print the social security number.  Or 1, only last four digits, or we can put 0, saying give us the Social Security Number.  Of course, we would make those choices depending on how this report was going to be used.  If Social Security Number is not important, that probably should not be included on the report.  However, if it is an important piece of information on the report, then it should be.

And we will go NO, we don't want to copy components from another report, we're just going to add our own.  So, Select Component.  And again, the double question mark will give us a list.  And we see there are a lot of items.  We're only beginning the list on the first selection.  As we go through, one of the ones we will choose is number 19, Lab Cumulative Selected SCL2.  So, we will continue scrolling through the various items that we could include.  Forty-seven is Vital Signs, so on and so forth.  So, you can study these, examine these, see what's available and what you would include.  
Select Component…So, we've scrolled through, and now we would Select Component.  So, we are going to select 19.  Summary order is the position in the report that this particular lab component will be placed.  By default, they increment by five, which allows orders to be added in between existing ones.  So, the first one would be five, the next one at ten, the next one at 15.  We could actually select this and put this in wherever we want.  So, what I'm going to do is I'm going to put 6.

So, this is going to insert this in sort of a sequence in the report in position 6 on the lab sequence.  So, Occurrence Limit are the number of times that you would like this particular item to be reported a limit on it.  If you don't select anything, it reports them all.  So, for an item where there was a large number of reports, you might want to put an occurrence limit for an information or a data element that is listed rarely, you would probably not include an occurrence limit.

You can, of course, set the occurrence limit by the component that you're choosing.  So, it's not a report-specific, it's a component-specific item.

If you put in a time limit, in this case, I'm going to go one year.  So, I want everything in the last year.  Header name, I'm going to accept the default header name, which is lab cumulative selected 2.  And then, we could continue adding more items.  And basically, that's how we create a customized report.

And at this point, we would get out of the system.  And so, we go through.  And at this point, it says do you want to see what you have there?  And I'll say yes.  We'll review it, and there are our labs.  

We have SCL2 6 order, remember, we put it in the 6th place, one year.  And then, we have also the item and vital signs, one year, so on and so forth.  

Going back to the very beginning of the lab, we would begin the final component of the lab, which by selecting HS, GUI Health Summary Types (graphical user interface, health summary types)  we are referring to the health summary types that are listed in CPRS.  

So, in the final part of the Health Summary of this lab -- the Health Summary lab-- we will add the report, the LCC Health Summary to the CPRS GUI interface under the Health Summary tabs under Reports.  So, we will do this by choosing HS.  And you will notice the HS refers to GUI Health Summary Types, graphical user interface health summary types.  This is really the CPRS, what we're talking about here.

Choose that, and we will do it as a System Report.  And a System Report means that we are putting a report under the reports on CPRS that all users in this system will be able to see and use.  A user-specific one would only be available to the individual that put it on under their ID.  In other words, someone logging in through another ID would not be able to see that report.

So,  (select) 4 System -- and when we're in here, Select Sequence, we want to put that in position number 6.  (click) OK.  Choose that.  Enter sequence 6.  Health Summary, Comprehensive Med List.  We're actually going to... Now, when I type 6, and we got the response,  Health Summary, Comprehensive Med List, that is because that report is currently in that position.  So there we are now when we say 6, LCC Health Summary is now there.  Select Sequence <Enter>.  And we basically have added the report into the system at that point.

And it's really that simple.  Okay?  So now, if we go to CPRS Chart, in that sequence -- in that very quick sequence, what we did is we went in and added our report that we created earlier, LCC Health Summary, into CPRS Chart, in position number 6.  
So, we will now bring up CPRS Chart, and we will select Eight, Inpatient / OK.  We will go to Reports, and we will go to Health Summary.  We now see LCC Health Summary.  There are the two items that we put in Cumulative Lab Selected and Vital Signs.  And so, there's our -- our report is now added to the list and it is there for others to use as well.  We are done.  
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
