Component 11/Unit 7- Lab 1 Video Transcript

Welcome to Component 11: “Configuring the Electronic Health Record,” Unit 7 Lab 1: Building Orders Sets.

In Unit 7, there are five labs that are designed to take the learner through the process of building order sets and putting them into CPRSChart. In order to do this, there are two environments that people need to be able to log in to effectively. We will go to those environments. 

To log in to VistA, you should have VistA_Apps folder installed on your desktop and if you double click that, it will bring you into a menu with a number of functions. The two important functions that you will be required to log in to are: CPRSChart and VistATerminal. We will start by logging in to CPRSChart. In logging in to CPRSChart, you will see that there is an Access code and a Verify code required. In VistA, there are a number of roles defined. When roles are defined, they have different system access associated with them. For instance, our clinical coordinator is one role, a doctor is another role, a nurse could be another role. Generally, these roles are set up and defined at the installation site. So there is opportunity to configure these roles according to the policies of the organization at the site. 
The roles that we will use in these exercises are clinical coordinator and doctor. You will have been given an access code by your instructor. For clinical coordinator, it is C-L-I-N-C-O-O-R-D with the number at the end. That would be the Access code. So I will log in as clincoordinator one (CLINCOORD1). The Verify Code is the same except that there’s a period (.)at the end. So I would do C-L-I-N-C-O-O-R-D-1-.(period). And that will bring us into the CPRSChart menu system. Now, whenever you start the CPRSChart, the first thing you have to do is select the patient. You can’t go any further. You can’t see anything more until you’ve actually selected a patient. So we selected Eight,Outpatient here and we push OK and that brings us into the CPRSChart menu. Through other exercises, you will become familiar with all the functions and menus in CPRSChart.  Component 7 of the ONC curriculum is specifically designed to develop familiarity with the user using CPRSChart. 
If we go back to the desktop, the other environment we will log in to is VistATerminal and VistATerminal is a more primitive environment to log in to. You will start by doing the same thing. You can log in as a clinical coordinator and as a doctor. Again to emphasize that the different users may have different privileges or rights so for instance, in CPRSChart, a doctor will be able to prescribe medication and sign medication orders whereas normally, a clinical coordinator will not be allowed to do that. Likewise, in the VistATerminal environment, the clinical coordinator will generally have more access, rights, and privileges than the typical user such as a doctor will have because a clinical coordinator’s role is to go into the Roll and Scroll environment, the backend – (it logged me out because I was taking too long to log in, so I’ve gone back in). I have more privileges and rights to configure the system. So going into the log in - and you noticed that it takes the Access Code, you have to enter that and then enter the Verify Code. It’s the same; remember the period (.). That will bring you into a menu. Now, through the exercises you will learn more about using these menus. The system is hierarchical, which means that you have a cascading set of menus that you work through in order to accomplish any task or function. So for instance, if we choose the menu here, what will come up as we see here, is another list of menus and so on and so forth. 
There is no exercise with Lab 1. Fundamentally, the exercise was the ability to log in to CPRSChart, VistATerminal, to understand some basic concepts about logging in, about the environments you’re logging in to, and also the fact that different log in IDs such as Clinical Coordinator, or Doctor, or Nurse will have different privileges and rights associated with them.
