Component 11/Unit 7- Lab 2 Video Transcript
This is Component 11: “Configuring the Electronic Health Record.”  This is Unit 7 Lab 2.

In this lab, we will create an order menu screen. Before we begin, it’s important to mention that, this video accompanies the written directions provided for the lab and is suggested as an aid to understanding how to work through the lab and not as an exact step-by-step replica of the lab. The learning goals of the labs and exercises are to develop knowledge around configuring and using specific functions embodied in VistA and other electronic health records systems, and not to memorize a specific set of procedures. Please review the lectures with this unit before attempting the lab and exercises to develop an understanding of the purpose of the labs. 

I’m going to go to the desktop folder, VistA_Apps and choose VistATerminal to go into this screen, which is called the Roll and Scroll menu and I’m going to enter my Access Code as a Clinical Coordinator. Now, I’m going to choose are ORCM: enter/edit order menus. Then, we want to create a new order menu so we can see the order menus that already exist and there are quite a few of them. You can scroll through those and see what’s there. We can create a new one. We will call it LCC-DIABETIC ORDER MENU. 

Are you adding a new order dialog? Choose Yes. 

Do you wish to copy an existing menu? I’m going to choose the default Yes. 

Select menu to copy? I’m going to choose the one that - this one here, diabetic order menu. I can’t use capitals so I have to type it in as it is. Diabetic order menu, okay. No existing text. I don’t want to edit it. If you don’t put a column width I, the default is 80 characters, which is basically the width of your screen. If you want your order menu screen to be divided up into more than one column, then you have to divide that 80 by the number of columns you want. So if I want two columns, I would put 40 column width characters in. Mnemonic Width:--mnemonics are abbreviations you use for longer titles and the default is four. So we will leave it at four. Path Switch: NO. 

Okay, there we go and we pull up the diabetic order menu that was there, it’s a copy and where you can see there’s a few things on there: so diabetic order menu et cetera, et cetera. We’ve created a new one, right now; we have the option of working with this order menu to make it look different. So one of the things we can do is, we can add items to the order menu (Add). 
Find and add a menu item (menu). As you see, you can add a Menu Item, right there. You can add a Text or Header or you can add a Row. Menu items are probably really the functional parts of the menu. 
Add:  menu item. 
We’re not sure which one to add (ITEM: ). One of the things you can do again, double question marks (??) will give you a list of all the menu items that you can add in there, choose from. I’m scrolling through all these. At any time I can type the caret (^) and push Enter and it takes me out of that. 
So one of the things I’m going to add is urinalysis. When I typed that in, it says, “What type do you want?”  I’m going to choose the first - just urinalysis (1). 
Okay, put that in there and it says, “Where do you want that?” 
Well, I’m going to row four (4). 
“What column?” I’m going to do it in the first column (1) and now, it says, “Woah! You’ve got another menu item already there. Do you want to shift that item down?” 
I’ll go and choose a default, Yes. I’m going to call it urinalysis. 
Okay that’s going to be the DISPLAY TEXT. The mnemonics is going to be UR. 
We can also add other things so what I will do is, type, Add, and then I’m going to type, Text. 
DISPLAY TEXT:  So I’m going to say Medications, okay and I Enter that. 
I’m going to say ROW two (2) and I’m going to put it in COLUMN two (2) and HEADER (YES). I’m going to make it a HEADER.  And DISPLAY TEXT, get over that. 
So there we’ve created another HEADER where we can put information, medications underneath, et cetera. 
Now, I can add another text (Add: TEXT). I’m going to say Supplies (DISPLAY TEXT: SUPPLIES). So I’m going to put that in and it’s going to be in ROW twelve (12) and it’s going to be COLUMN two (2), HEADER? Yes. It’s going to be a header. Now, take out there, okay. 
So there we go, we put another title in there, another HEADER. You notice that up here in the top, there are three pages and you can go up and down by typing either plus (+). Plus (+) moves you ahead -- now you’re on screen two (2). To move back, you would type a minus (-) and enter, and it moves you back up. So you have three screens.

So the final element there is Add. You can add a ROW. What I would like to do is put a ROW between EKG and DEC, Diabetic Eye Consult. So I’m going to Add a ROW (Add: ROW) and ROW: 7 and there we go! You’ll see it inserted a ROW into the screen at that point. 
You can do similar things with Remove. So you can remove items or text. You can remove ROW:7. 
“Are you sure you want to remove these items?” Yes. 
Okay there we go; so we removed a row. So we can also remove an item. So let’s go Remove: ITEM and we’ll say Barium Enema and we go YES and go YES. You will see the Barium Enema has been removed and we shifted Supplies up. So it’s almost like taking that row out. 
That’s how you add and remove HEADERS, TEXT -- or you could have it just plain text here, it doesn’t have to be a header-- ITEMS, and ROWS to create an order menu. You could put your order menu here so the other things we’ve got some lab tests in here. You can also put medications. You could put comments. You could put list of supplies that get ordered. So you’re creating an order menu that a person would pull up say for a diabetic patient and it would have the most common tests, medications, supplies needed, et cetera therefore you just pick and choose  and create an order from. 

Now the other thing, we want to do is to add this screen, this order, LCC-DIABETIC ORDER MENU, to the write order screen in CPRS. The first thing I’m going to do is I’ll just minimize this screen; we’ll go back to the VistA_Apps folder. We’ll pull up CPRSChart and we’ll put in our password and go in as a Doctor or as a Clinical Coordinator. Enter (OK) and it will bring up our screen. We select a patient, patient seven (SEVEN,PATIENT) and it brings up the Cover Sheet. 

Now if you go to Orders on the bottom, it will bring up a screen like is. These are New Orders. You notice the Write Orders screen and if you look down those Write Orders, you can see what it is there. 
Now, there is no LCC order displayed if you noticed. So let’s go back to our screen here and we’re going to go:

(Select Action: Next Screen// ) select new Menu and I’m going to type in, orz gmenu wo camp main. 
Select order menu: ORZ GMENU WO CAMP MAIN and I’m going to choose one (1) as it says in the directions because what I’m choosing here is this is actually the Write Order screen. This is the name of the Write Order Screen as displayed. So let me choose that. 
What you see is, if we go back to this, you see the orders down the left-hand side of the CPRS order screen, if you look at those you will see that this basically is what you have here and of course, those orders, if you go plus (+) Enter, it will take you down because there are some items on the second of the third screen. 
Type minus (-) and go back up, what we want to do is we’re going to add -- just that simple. As you noticed this order screen is just one (1) column wide. Its column width is 80 and there’s the menu. That’s what it’s called. That’s what we typed in to bring it up and I’m going to add an item here and it’s going to be, and it was in caps LCC-DIABETICORDERMENU. 
ROW: Let’s put it on row six (6). I can’t remember if there was a space there. 
COLUMN: one (1) and Yes 
DISPLAY TEXT: LCC DIABETIC ORDER MENU, we’re going to call it - DO is the mnemonic and we’re done.
 Okay, so now we have LCC-DIABETICORDERMENU, right there, right? That wasn’t there before. 
Let’s go back to this screen and of course, what we have to do is, get out of here. We’ll have to refresh this. You can do that in a variety ways. Let’s go back to the Cover Sheet. 
Let’s select a new patient (Select New Patient), we won’t sign those orders (Don’t Sign). 
EIGHT,INPATIENT /  OK. So let’s see if the order is in there now. So we just have to refresh the screen and refresh the screen by moving in and out. We’ve now put that, there we go (clicked on LCC DIABETIC ORDER MENU under Write Orders). There’s our urinalysis, our EKG. So we want to do a urinalysis. Urinalysis that’s our order screen that we’ve just created – done. There’s the urinalysis that we just asked for. It’s now up in the order for that patient and we’ve created an order screen. We’ve added it to the Write Orders. We’ve added items to it. We’ve removed items. We’ve created a new menu screen, order screen so that’s basically; we successfully accomplished the goals that we set out. Now, the order screen we created is not real sophisticated. We could’ve added medications under here, put supplies that can be ordered, diabetic eye consult that comes out, so on and so forth. So we could have done a lot more to make this a more useful and meaningful menu.
