
Component 11/Unit 7- Lab 3 Video Transcript

Welcome to Component 11: “Configuring the Electronic Health Record.” Unit 7, Lab 3: Creating Laboratory Quick Orders. 

Before we begin, we would like to emphasize that this video accompanies the written directions provided for the lab and is suggested as an aid to understanding how to work through the lab and not as an exact, step by step replica. The learning goals of the labs and exercises are to develop knowledge around configuring and using specific functions embodied in VistA and other electronic health record systems and not to memorize a specific set of procedures. Please review the lectures with this unit before attempting the labs and exercises to develop an understanding of the purpose of the labs.

We will now walk through the steps to create laboratory quick order. We will start by going to our VistA_Apps folder, double clicking. We will choose VistATerminal. We will log in as a Clinical Coordinator and we will choose ORCM, the Enter/edit order menus. We will select an ORDER MENU, the one that we did in Unit 7 Lab 2, that was LCC-DIABETIC ORDER MENU-- and there it is. 
Next, we will choose ORDER DIALOGS and you do not have to type in the entire selection, just enough letters to identify it uniquely. So, QUICK ORDER is the same-- Select QUICK ORDER NAME:  -- be sure to use a new name.   If you use an existing name, the sequence of directions will change. So, we will use a new name. If you’re not sure, you can enter the double question mark (??) and see what names exist. In fact, let us do that just to demonstrate. We will go on here and you will see the existing names. So, if you have a name that you’re not sure about, you can check to see if it is in the list as you log through.   So, I have to be sure you can see I’ve created a number of LCC orders. I need to be sure that I don’t choose one that I’ve already created. 
So, the quick order name, we’re going to call it LCC-NEW LAB ORDER. 
“Are you adding this as a new order dialogue?” Yes 
“Type of quick order?” Again, it would be instructional here to do the double question mark and see what becomes available; we have a variety of different types of quick orders. You will see in this, LABORATORY is one of the selections. You will also see the selection that we will use for the medications quick order and that’s UNIT DOSE. We will choose LABORATORY. 
NAME:

We  will be choosing a glucose lab, so I will put in GLUCOSE as the name of the lab. 
At VERIFY ORDER, we will type, NO. 
Lab Test: we will choose GLUCOSE and we will just choose five (5). 
We will collect it on the ward (Collected by: ). 
It will be a BLOOD test (Collection Sample: ). 
Collection (Collection Date/Time: ), we want this done tomorrow so we will enter T plus one for today, plus one for tomorrow. 
Urgency: it would be routine. 
How often: we want this done once and there is the description of the lab test. We have a choice here, if we made a mistake, we can edit. If we decided we didn’t want to run this test, then we could cancel it or we can place it which is what we’re going to do. 
Auto-accept this order, type, YES. 
We have created a LABORATORY QUICK ORDER that – next we will go on and create a MEDICATION QUICK ORDER and then we will take these quick orders and put them on the menu. 
So, we’ve completed the lab at this point.
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
