
Component 11/Unit 7- Lab 4 Video Transcript

Welcome to Component 11: “Configuring the Electronic Health Record,” Unit 7, Lab 4: Creating Medication Quick Orders. 

This video accompanies the written directions provided for the lab and is suggested as an aid to understanding how to work through the lab and not as an exact, step by step replica of the lab. The learning goals of the labs and exercises are to develop knowledge around configuring and using specific functions embodied in VistA and other electronic health record systems, not to memorize a specific set of procedures. Please review the lectures with this unit before attempting the labs and exercises to develop an understanding of their purpose.

We will begin creating the Medication Quick Order as we did for creating the Laboratory Quick Order. We will go to VistA_Apps on our desktop (double-click). 
We will choose VistATerminal; 
We will log in as Clinical Coordinator - don’t forget the period (.);

At the end of the Verify Code, we will choose ORCM -- Enter/edit order menus; 
We will select Order Menu, -- the order menu that we used previously, which is DIABETIC ORDER MENU;

We will select ORDER DIALOGUES as we did before, 

and QUICK ORDERS.

The difference here is, now we have to submit a Quick Order name. So, we will use the convention we used for our lab and we will call it LCC-NEW MEDICATION ORDER. 
(Are you adding ‘LCC-NEW MEDICATION ORDER’ as a new ORDER DIALOG? No//Y) We will say, YES, it is a new ORDER DIALOG; 
TYPE OF QUICK ORDER:  at this point we do something different than the labs, we go unit dose (UNIT DOSE MEDICATIONS);

and name of LCC (NAME: LCC-NEW MEDICATION ORDER) (Enter) through there;

DISPLAY TEXT: we will choose METFORMIN 500MG TAB; 
VERIFY ORDER:  we will say, NO;

DESCRIPTION:  (Enter);

MEDICATIONS:  we will go (??) and you will see there is quite a list of medications available as we scroll through this. It is very large, so we will caret (^) out of that and we will type in MET;

We will choose METFORMIN TAB, ORAL which is number five (5);

Complex dose?  NO;

Choose from (or enter another):  we said, 500 milligrams (500MG) which is what we’re going to use so we will choose that (1);

(Route: ) ORAL, YES - by mouth;

Schedule:  we will accept the default. Oh, it doesn’t accept the response so let’s see what choices there are (??). 
We will choose TODAY;

Priority:  ROUTINE//

Comments: (No existing text – Edit?  No//) (default of No accepted by pushing Enter);

and there is our medication order and we will PLACE that;

Auto-accept this order? (NO//) -  we will accept the default of NO as it is not a good idea to auto accept medication orders. 
We have completed the exercise for creating a medication quick order. We will now continue on to do the final part of Unit 7, Lab 5, where we will now combine the medication order and the lab order, quick orders, into an order set.
