Component 11/Unit 7- Lab 5 Video Transcript

Welcome to Component 11: “Configuring the Electronic Health Record.” This is Unit 7, Lab 5: Combining Orders to Build an Order Set. 
This video accompanies the written directions provided for the lab and is suggested as an aid to understanding how to work through the lab and not as an exact, step by step replica. The learning goals of the labs and exercises are to develop knowledge around configuring and using specific functions embodied in VistA and other electronic health record systems, not to memorize a specific set of procedures. Please review the lectures with this unit before attempting the labs and exercises to develop an understanding of their purpose.

We will now begin the lab. We will begin by going to the VistA_Apps folder, going to VistATerminal, signing in as Clinical Coordinator and choosing ORCM which is the Enter/edit order menus. We will select our order menu that we created in lab two which in our case, we called LCC-DIABETIC ORDER MENU.

This is the LCC-DIABETIC ORDER MENU that we worked with before. 
We will choose Order Dialogs; 
we will choose Order Sets - create a new order set; 
Next menu  -- and the Order Set name is going to be LCC hyphen ORDER SET;

Are you adding (LCC - ORDER SET) as a new ORDER DIALOG? --  YES, we are;

 Do you wish to copy an existing order set?-- NO, we’re going to create our own;

NAME:  LCC - ORDER SET//  (Enter to accept default)
DISPLAY TEXT: and we will just say LCC - ORDER SET and we won’t edit any description, we could;

Select COMPONENT SEQUENCE #: -- I’m going to go six (6); 

SEQUENCE: 6//  -- (Enter to accept default)

(ITEM: ) -- The item we’re going to put in there is LCC-NEW LAB ORDER and then right below it, 
Select COMPONENT SEQUENCE #: (7);

We’re going to put in - and this is the sequence in the quick order - so, I’m putting these down and allowing room at the top for more. I could’ve put them in position one and two, it’s not really important. 
So, the seven, (SEQUENCE: 6//  -- (Enter to accept default)

(ITEM: ) -- I’m going to put LCC-NEW MEDICATION ORDER;

 and we’ve now set up the order with both of our Quick Orders, our Medication Lab Quick Order combined. In that, we could put another item in there. 
For instance, we could put select position one (1) and we could put sequence one item, and see what other items there are, one that we already don’t have and we could put in items like DT LIPID PROFILE. Three (3), choose that and then in position two (2), we will select another one. 
Again, I will look to see what other items we could include in our order set. LR - Cholesterol, OK. 
There we go. We will stop with that. We’ve added a number of items to our order set including our medication quick order and our lab quick order. We should be able to now Add. 
Let’s put it in row seven, column two just to be different.
(Add: MENU  Menu Items

ITEM: LCC – ORDER SET

ROW: 7

COLUMN: 2)
We’re done. So, there we are, we’ve created the LCC Order Set and we’ve added it to the Diabetic Order Menu.

So, what we will do next is go to VistA_Apps, log in as Doctor, don’t forget the period (.). We will select EIGHT,INPATIENT /  OK;

We will go down to the Orders;

There’s LCC-DIABETIC ORDER MENU -- we will click on that and you will see that we have a list.  What comes up is our Quick Order Set;

So, I’m going to click on the Quick order set and if we do that, you can see that the Quick Orders or the Lipid Profile already went through, the cholesterol requires some information.  It requires that it be accepted. We could change items on this but we will accept that order. So, the reason that this screen came up is that it was required when it said, “Verify order” it said, “Yes” and this is the order that’s verified;

Accept order;

GLUCOSE comes up and that ran through right away, you noticed the box is checked off and now, we come the prescription and I get an ALERT -- patient 65 renal results. I have to click through the alert and accept the order. It’s given me a notification, it gives me an order check here so I have to decide whether I want to cancel the order at this point and do something else or accept the order and I’ll accept the order. 
So, we went through the quick order set and you can see the result for this patient, we have lipid profile, we have cholesterol blood serum, we’ve got a glucose test and we have a Metformin prescription. So, that gives you an idea of the value of being able to create a quick order so that there are particular sets of lab tests, of procedures, of medications that would normally go together in a specific situation, i.e., typically one would use for treating a patient, could even include supplies, miscellaneous supplies, that would be part of this. Where one could quickly go through - choose a variety of things very quickly, depending on how that order set is set up. 
So, we’ve created a Medication Quick Order, we’ve created a Lab Quick Order, we created a menu that we installed on the Write Orders menu and CPRS Chart and we took our Laboratory Quick Order and our Medication Quick Order and combined them in an order set with some other items and put those on to our menu on Write Orders.
