Assignment: Watch the youtube video - Radiology Demo Video http://www.youtube.com/watch?v=2i_7xlLYCRU&feature=related. As you listen, write down the radiology imaging procedure before and then after the implementation of the PACS. What economic and technological factors were realized when the PACS was adopted? What was described as the future of radiology? Write up your findings in a paper and submit to your instructor.
Instructor Guidelines for Application Activity

Assignment: At the conclusion of the Unit, have the students watch the video and instruct them to: 1) jot down the information they hear that identifies the radiology imaging procedure before and then after the implementation of the PACS, 2) determine the economic and technological factors that were realized when the PACS was adopted, and 3) identify what the authors of the video consider the future of radiology to be. Instruct them to submit the results in a paper. 

Expected Outcomes for Student Activity
Assignment: The outcome of this assignment is a paper describing the process of radiology imaging before and after PACS implementation. Some examples of points from the video on the economic and technological factors that were realized when the PACS was adopted include: 1) no longer have to wait for the development of the film, 2) ability to see and evaluate the image right away so if necessary the image can be taken again while the patient is still in the exam room, and 3) the physician is more efficient and effective in providing patient care. The video describes the future of radiology as images taken and instantly wired to the radiologist in one of the imaging rooms for their review followed by dissemination to the physician for prompt use in patient care.
