Assignment: Search the Internet for a personal health record (PHR) site and a site that is specifically set up with the consumer in mind. Review these sites with the consumer in mind to (a) experience their functionality, (b) assess their user-friendliness, and (c) assess their implications for consumer, health care providers, and health information systems. Write a paper describing the results of your investigation. Include your opinion on how these sites may impact health information systems.

Instructor Guidelines for Application Activity

Assignment: At the conclusion of the Unit, have each student conduct a search on the Internet in order to find a personal health record (PHR) site and a site that is specifically set up with the consumer in mind. These might be sites such as WebMD, iHealthRecord by Medfusion, Mayo Clinic’s social media site, healthlinks or many others.
