Component 6 Unit 4 – Suggested Student Application Activities 

Lecture 1: 

Discussion Topic: What are the advantages of a CPOE application coupled with clinical decision support system?

Lecture 2:

Discussion Topic: Think about the major supports for and barriers to adoption of the CPOE that were described in the lecture. Identify the one support you believe would have the greatest influence in advancing COPE adoption in the next year. Select the one barrier to adoption you think will have the greatest influence in hindering CPOE adoption in the next year. Explain your reasons for each.

Unit Overall:

Assignment: Search the Internet and find one article describing the adoption of CPOE within a health care setting. Summarize the article and address the following questions: 1) What are the key points of the article? and 2) What lessons learned does it describe?

Instructor Guidelines for Application Activities

Lecture 1: Upon conclusion of the lecture, present (or post if online) the discussion topic. Facilitate the discussion, assess student remarks, and provide input as necessary to ensure students have successfully understood the material.

Lecture 2: Upon conclusion of the lecture, present (or post if online) the discussion topic. Facilitate the discussion, assess student remarks, and provide input as necessary to ensure students have successfully understood the material.
Assignment: At the conclusion of the Unit, have each student conduct a search on the Internet in order to find an article describing the adoption of CPOE within a health care setting. Once found the student should be instructed to read the article in order to then summarize its contents. Specific questions which should be answered in the summary are: 1) What are the key points of the article? and 2) What lessons learned does it describe?
Expected Outcomes for Student Activities

Lecture 1: Students should respond by identifying the benefits of CPOE applications having some form of clinical decision support. For example, one advantage is the capability of generating patient specific alerts through the use of the CDSS’s rules engine and medical knowledge base.

Lecture 2: Students should respond by selecting one of the major supports for and one of the barriers to adoption of the CPOE mentioned in the lecture. Each student’s reasoning that is given for advancing and hindering may differ depending on what was chosen. 

Assignment: The outcome is of this assignment is submission of a written report based on the article chosen. The report should summarize the article’s content and answer  the following questions: 1) What are the key points of the article? and 2) What lessons learned does it describe?
