Component 8/Unit 10: Developing a Test Strategy and a Test Plan
Suggested Student Application Activities 
These activities help further introduce the student to the fundamental concepts of user acceptance testing (UAT).
Activity:  Developing a Test Strategy

Have your students divide back into groups. As the IT consultants hired to assist SHC with their implementation, your team must devise a list of test scenarios. Based on your knowledge of both the software and the needs of SHC, compose a list of 9-10 test scenarios you would like to see tested upon delivery of the product to ensure the clinic’s needs are met.

Discussion:
1) Where there any specific software functions SHC wanted incorporated in the final product?

2) Describe some basic functionality you would expect to see.
Expected Outcomes: (Objective 10-3) Students should create test scenarios that identify some basic functionality (e.g., writing an electronic prescription), as well as scenarios centered around the client’s specific software “wish list” (e.g., perhaps they want a direct interface with the specific clinical laboratory that does their blood testing). The scenarios should demonstrate understanding of their difference from test cases, i.e., focusing on the functional goals of the user rather than the individual steps to be taken.  
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
