At least …

· One book (the number of authors is immaterial) 

· One book with two or more authors

· One encyclopedia or dictionary

· One web page or web site

· One article from an online periodical

· One hard copy magazine article

· One hard copy newspaper article (with or without specific author)

· One film or video recording
