SEVEN WONDERS OF THE ANCIENT WORLD

1)  He married his sister, Artemesia, and was a tyrant and an enemy of Greece, but an admirer of Greek art and architecture

2)  Five cathedrals could fit inside it

3)  The architect contemplated suicide if he couldn’t figure out how to keep the lintel from collapsing the columns.

4)  It was used later as a mosque

5)  Son God, Helios

6)  There was no stone, so they had to use mud, formed into bricks

7)  Taller than a four-story building (45 feet)and too large to be carved out of solid block of ivory, so he softened the ivory first

8)  This is the largest stone structure in the world, and, until 150 years ago, the tallest structure on earth

9)  It was 14 stories high and incorporated different styles from different countries 

10)  They probably used a cantilever crane to lift the lintel stones.

11)  Exact location and method of irrigation is the most baffling aspect of this wonder

12)  The workers’ heads were shaven to deter mites

13)  It only stood for 56 years when an earthquake brought it down

14)  This was built for a queen as a surprise.

15)  It is named after the small island it set on

16)  His “stilling” gives him greater power and influences even 20th century art, including the Lincoln Memorial, which was only half the size.

17)  It took 12 years to construct and the furnace (fuel brought up by donkeys) on the top blasted light 50 miles out

18)  On the top was a statue of a chariot drawn by four horses

19)  Caligula instructed workmen to bring the statue back so he could put his own head on it

20)  It took 50 years to finish, but the architect died first; his son completed the project.

21)  It was built in three sections

22)  The framework was wood and iron.

23)  This took 23 years to build

24)  The limestone casing was stripped away for buildings in Cairo

25)  The beautiful statues were thrown into lime pits to make cement

26)  It was eventually “cremated”

27)  The architect was thought to have used the Archimedes Screw, but the timeframe was wrong for that

28)  Artemus was a mother goddess and in the statue she has many breasts

29)  An oracle predicted if it was rebuilt it would be very bad luck, so it remained broken and the architect committed suicide

30)  This is the only one of the wonders with a focus on nature

31)  Phidias was the chief designer and the Michelangelo of the Greek Age; he was also accused of embezzlement

32)  It needed a foundation of 20 feet to be as big as it was, but the site flooded when they started digging

33)  It was built entirely of marble and had 126 columns.  

34)  His first plan was 60 feet tall, but they expected him to double that, and he did.
