	· Spent most of his life in Rome; was an advocate for clarity, logic, order
	· Established himself in all the courts of Europe; spoke 6 languages

	· Married but had no children

· Revered the Classical style, particularly Raphael

· Formalized the rules and the structure of the classics

· Only choose serious and elevated subjects drawn from classical or Christian history

· Avoid exaggeration; subjects presented clearly and in harmony

· No irrelevant or sordid detail; 

· Restraint, moderation, decorum

· Propriety and good taste

· Cool, bright colors and lighting

· Figures are statuesque, heroically proportioned, idealized

· Even when he employs grand theatricality, order dominates

· His canvases are intellectual; they appeal to the mind rather than the senses

· Created a genre known as the “ideal landscape,” a preconceived, rationalized order on the natural world, creating a sense of unity of human beings with nature
	· Married twice, many children

· Revered flamboyant artists like Titian and Tintoretto

· Aimable, handsome, energetic, wealthy parents

· Painted for courts and the church, was captivated by life and the people and objects he loved

· Was highly dramatic and tended to exaggerate his subjects

· Wild movement and color

· “Rubenesque” female figures

· More popular in the courts

· Swirling color, lights and darks

· Female figure is heavy but unrealistically light on her feet

· Feeling and movement dominate his canvases

· His canvases are emotional; they appeal to the senses more than to the mind

· He set up shop with 200 painters under him, having completed more than 1800 paintings in his lifetime; retired painting only what pleased him (including his young wife)
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
